This worksheet is
designed to build your skills in writing by avoiding redundancy and using as little words as possible
without changing the meaning.

Examples: In my opinion, | think we should go ahead with the plan can be shortened to:
In my opinion, we should go ahead with the plan.
I think we should go ahead with the plan.
